How to write up your research:
All geography research should be presented in a similar way. They should all be word processed with graphs prepared on a program such as Excel. The final version should be presented as a report, bound and completely word processed.
Layout of your presentation:

Method/ Data Collection:

This is a brief outline of the method used – how was the research carried out- where/ when/ who by etc. How was it recorded. (Raw Data needs to be included in the appendix)
You MUST have primary data (fieldwork data that you collected yourself) and can include secondary data (information you have collected from published sources such as magazines, books and newspapers)
Presentation of results:

Data should be processed e.g. calculating %, or dividing into gender etc, in the form of maps (locating study sites), graphs, map graphs, tables, field sketches, diagrams and maps, or annotated photographs.
You need to make sure that the conventions for graphs/maps etc are followed- ensuring you choose the correct and most appropriate graph for the tasks is critical.

Each graph/map/table should relate to an aim and you should analyse the data under the graph/map etc to ensure that you have related your analysis to the aim.

This is an important step.

a) Evaluate the strengths/ weaknesses of the research and the usefulness of the results.

b) Examine alternative methods….

Appendix:

Add anything in here such as…

-Research Plan (as submitted in T3 - this may have changed but do not re-write it).

- Raw Data (what you actually collected) – do NOT rewrite this data up. This should be the actual data sheet you used in the field trip.
- Data/ Interview/Questionnaires that you undertook. 

   


You MUST have at least ONE map in your report. These should be adapted (where you add something to it) or drawn yourself.

Different ways to present your data:





Maps – map locating your study site, flow map showing distance travelled to recreational facility by users, map bar graph





Graphs – bar, histogram, line, strip, percentage bar, map bar graph, pie





Other ways to display your data – annotated photograph, field sketches, diagrams, tables (where data has been processed) 





NB. The assessment needs you to show your data in a number of different ways appropriately and correctly.
